Create a one-pager for your character from the Prologue to The Canterbury Tales. Fill up the entire side of one, unlined sheet of paper. Remember that Chaucer uses both direct and indirect characterization to tell his reader about each of the pilgrims. Read carefully!
Include the following:

1. The title and author of the work and the name of your “pilgrim”

2. Three graphic symbols that represent your character (You may draw these, cut them from magazines, or print from the Internet.) These pictures should represent the most important/exceptional qualities of the character:

· the character’s role in 14th century English society: nobility, church, feudal society (knight), merchant/working class, peasants/serfs

· physical features
· clothing

· behavior/attitude

· possessions

· personality traits

3. At least two important quotes (either exposition or dialogue) relating to your character (be sure to copy the author’s words correctly, use quotation marks, and indicate line numbers).
4. A personal response to what you have read in these lines from the Prologue: This may include comments, interpretation, and/or evaluation. Be sure that you consider Chaucer’s tone, his opinion of this character. Is he admiring or criticizing?
